A few highlights for the year include:

Board member
Mike Meshbesher made these computers available to FEPS and ultimately to
the students.

1 Successful community events including our largest Taste of Eden Prairie ever,
our second annual Alma Mater Trotter, our first annual FEPS Golf Classic and
our May 4th Legacy Awards banquet which celebrates all that is positive about
Eden Prairie Schools.
